Mini-Grant Committee

The MSEN Pre-College Program
is very thankful to the PTA for
awarding them with a Mini-Grant
this year. These funds will beused
in the following ways:

Registration and supplies for the
Future City Building Competition- A
competition sponsored by the Na-
tional Engineers Week Committee.
Teams of 3 students each will de-
sign a futuristic city using award
winning SimCity software.  One
team will be chosen to represent
Ligon.

Frogs and earthworms for dissec-
tion. Students will have the oppor-
tunity to observe the anatomy of
frogs and compare the different
body parts with that of humans.
MSEN Day Competition- On this
day, students from across the state
will compete at UNC-CH in different
categories. Supplies will be needed
in order to prepare for this event.
Solar Vehicles-Students will learn
the pros and cons of solar energy.
They will study different methods
of generating and storing solar
power. The mechanisms that power
real-life solar activities-pulleys and
gears to batteries and sensing de-
vices, will also be explored. The
students will then apply their
knowledge in an engineering chal-
lenge to design, build, and race a
vehicle powered only by sunlight.

Balloon Car Exploration—Students
will participate in this fun and chal-
lenging balloon car activity by build-
ing their own balloon-powered vehi-
cles wusing balloons, axles, and
wheels.

Proportion Project—Students will
build a model of a famous structure
using a given scale.

Bright Ideas at Ligon
Congratulations to Corey White
and Paul Lucas, Ligon’s Bright
Ideas grant winners for 2002! The
program, sponsored by North
Carolina’s Touchstone Energy co-
operatives, strives to improve edu-
cation in NC classrooms by award-
ing grants to teachers for innova-
tive, classroom-based projects in
grades K-12. Wake Electric Mem-
bership Corporation is Ligon’s
sponsoring cooperative .

Mr. White received $1495 to im-
plement his project, “Robotics.”
This project has established a
nine-week robotics elective, where
students strategize, design, build,
program, test and refine a fully
autonomous robot capable of com-
pleting various tasks. The
“Robotics” class uses knowledge of
math, science and technology in a
meaningful and interesting con-
text.

Mr. Lucas's winning grant is enti-
tled “Classroom Saltwater Reef
Ecosystem”. Paul received $1001
to implement this science project,
in which students established and
maintain a saltwater reef ecosys-
tem in the classroom.
