Is this a familiar scenario in your household? When 12-
year old Lauren gets home from school she hops on the
Net -- specifically MySpace.com, where she has her own
Web site. Her site, which is wallpapered in purple and red
with hearts everywhere, blasts pop singer Nick Lachey's
gooey "This | Swear" hit single and lets Internet surfers
know Lauren is a cheerleader at Anywhere Middle School
and loves to dance. Friends post on her site. She sends e-
mails back to them. The Internet is her hangout. "I actually
use it more than e-mail or IMing," says Lauren.*

MySpace.com—which has 2-1/2 times the traffic of
Google Inc.— is the place to be on the Internet. Social
networking or blog sites like www.MySpace.com, www.
Xanga.com and  www.Facebook.com have become
hugely popular among young people today. And,
especially in the case of the phenomenally popular
MySpace, are readily accessible.

PARENTS: take a moment to register as a user on
Myspace and look around! Students often post photos of

themselves/their friends, making it easy

for online predators looking for targets. Not surprisingly,
teens write uninhibitedly about their lives and their
feelings, not thinking that this information is out there to all
who use the Internet. They may publish information that is
exaggerated or untrue; this information could come back
to haunt them later in life. Then there is “Cyber bullying”,
the posting harmful or cruel content, rampant in some teen
blogrings, email and instant message circles.

Although your child may not be revealing identifiable
details about him or herself, friends may unwittingly do so
when posting comments to your son/daughter’s page. To
learn more about these issues visit: http://www.wired.
